WHEREAS, Amis, which was last featured in the Southeast Asian Games 
(SEA Games) as a  competition sport in 2005, has once again included as a  

competition sport for the 2019 SEA Games, with competitors from Cambodia, 

Myanmar, Vietnam and the Philippines;

WHEREAS, Senator Ju a n  Miguel F. Zubiri, himself a  Gold Medalist in the 

Amis World Championship of the World Eskrim a Kali Amis Federation in 1989, 

has been steadfast in his support of the Philippine National Amis Team 

throughout their preparation for the 30th SEA Games, and during the event 
itself, personally overseeing the events, looking after the needs of the team and 
cheering for the Filipino players;

WHEREAS, the Philippine National Amis Team exceeded expectations 

and bagged fourteen gold medals, four silver m edals, and two bronze m edals 

across the live stick, padded stick, and Anyo categories;
