WHEREAS'the 23-year-old boxer got his first taste of the sport when his 
neighbor encouraged him to spar with his son for a bottle of Coke, and later 
caught the eye of local sports officials after competing in a local boxing event in

the world of boxing by competing in numerous international "ournaments, taking 
home bronze medals from the AIBA Youth Asian and World Championships in 
2016 and Asian Games in 2018;

W//£/?EA5, Cario Paaiam qualified for the 2020 Summer Olympics by virtue of 
his high ranking in the flyweight category as confirmed by the International 
Olympic Committee Boxing Task Force on 19 March 2021;

WHEREAS,\he remarkable unanimous decision win of Carlo Paalam 
over Ryomei Tanaka of Japan in the men's flyweight semi-finals on 5 August 
2021 assured the Philippines of a silver medal as well as a shot at the elusive 
gold medal from the prestigious international sports event;
